
HEF Grants Instructions 

Deadlines: Fall Grant Cycle: Friday, October 14, 2011


 Spring Grant Cycle: Friday, January 20, 2012

The necessary form (under $3001, 3, over $3001, 3, or Field Trip2) may be saved to your computer and completed in Microsoft Word. If this is not an option, please submit typed application with the required information. Please refer to the appropriate application form.

All applications require principal approval, and must be submitted by e-mail. To obtain a Principal’s ‘signature,’ applications must be e-mailed to a building principal, who will signal her/his support by forwarding the application to the HEF office. To be considered for the current funding cycle, applications must reach the HEF office no later than 5:00 pm on Friday, October 14, 2011 for the fall grant cycle, and 5:00 pm Friday, January 20, 2012 for the spring grant cycle.  Please be sure to complete all fields. 
The Holland Educational Foundation Board determines the grants to be awarded. The board makes its selections based in part on the research done and recommendations made by its Grant-Selection subcommittee. Each grant-proposal application is evaluated on the following criteria:

Potential benefit to students

Adherence to HPS curriculum goals

Numbers of and degrees of student involvement

Uniqueness

Cost-effectiveness

**Please Note: 
1. With rare exceptions, HEF does not fund textbooks; classroom furniture (desks, chairs, bookshelves, storage cabinets, rugs, blinds…); end-of-the-year grade level class trips (or very expensive field trips); personal laptops or computers; any other technology item for personal use; teacher training or conferences; student or teacher awards, trophies or motivational items; clothing such as t-shirts or hats; office supplies. 

2. Total funding for all approved field trip grants will be limited to $4000 or less for each calendar year.
3. In order to be considered for funding by the HEF Board, all technology requests must include a formal quote from the HPS Technology Department. Please email the help desk for a quote at least one week prior to grant deadline.
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
